CDA Eligibility Requirements – minimum requirements to attain your CDA
· Must eighteen years of age or older

· Hold a high school diploma or GED

· Have a minimum of 480 hours of experience working with young children within the past five years

· Have 120 clock hours of formal child care education within the past five years.

· Copy of family child care license or center license or license exempt number 
· Copy of training certificates  or a progress report detailing your trainings

· Copy of previous year’s Schedule c or copy of current paystub
